Physical Development 

There are lots of times in school when I will be 

improving my physical development. I will make 

good use of space at playtimes, and change my 

direction and speed to move safely. In PE every 

Wednesday, I will be developing my movement 

skills using the large apparatus. 

 

I will be encouraged to think about my 

own safety and risk taking. I will develop my ability 

to negotiate space and obstacles, with 

consideration of others.  I will continue to get 

better at my pencil control and my pencil grip 

and becoming the ‘boss’ of my pencil.

We will be re-read books, and build up 

confidence in word reading, fluency 

and understanding .   I will start to use 

recently introduced vocabulary during 

role play and other discussions. 

We will continue to learn whole class 

phonics. I will learn how to read new 

sounds including vowel digraphs. I will use 

‘phonic fingers’ to help spell out words for 

writing.  I will also be learning lots of new 

tricky  words which cannot be sounded 

out. I will read with a grow up regularly in 

school.
